Support the control arm near the axle mount
with a jack. Remove the lower control arm
pivot bolt from the axle end. Slowly lower the
jack to release the spring tension. Be careful
not to lower it too quickly or the spring may
become dislodged and fly out, causing injury
and/or damage. Once the spring is completely
uncompressed, remove it from the car.

Remove the control arm pivot bolt from the
chassis and remove the control arm from the
car.

The configuration of the parking brake and
ABS brackets needs to be changed.
Disconnect the parking brake cable from the
caliper. To do this, remove the E-clip and pull
on the end of the cable with pliers to unseat
the cable end from the caliper. Make sure the
parking brake is off!
